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DRI Applied Innovation Center

Project Purpose

The Applied Innovation Center at DRI is a Knowledge Fund sponsored start-up in the data and
analytics space. We leverage the intellectual capital of more than 100 DRI faculty and 60 years of
environmental science research to focus on four main areas of applied research: Climate, weather and
energy nexus; Internet of things and remote sensing; Engineering and design, and; Life Sciences and
informatics. From these 4 core areas we are able to: 1) Build platforms (hardware and software) for
industry; 2) leverage these platforms for sponsored projects; 3) Create jobs; 4) write new and more
competitive grants, and; 5) build or help build high tech companies in NV.

These activities encompass 6 of the 7 core KF Metrics and 3 of the 5 secondary KF Metrics. The first
year of the AIC was largely spent recruiting and building a team. We recruited a business development
leader (Mr. Brian Speicher), an impact faculty member (Dr. Kimothy Smith) who was the initial
director of the AIC, a postdoc fellow (Dr. Rajat Mehrotra) and five programmers (1 has since left). We
built a leadership team internally that consists of 1 faculty member from each division and the division
directors. The faculty members were written into the KF proposal while the division directors are
advisory.

Since inception, a significant amount of time has been spent canvassing DRI and assembling an IP asset
list and an operating scheme which now guides where the AIC could work in leveraging analytics with
core expertise in Environmental Sciences. The AIC’s development plan is predicated on aggressive
outreach to commercial customers, leading to private sector contracts by leveraging our core
knowledge base. Research contracts with government agencies are important in the start-up phase but
the new business opportunity lies in research and development services for commercial enterprises.
Institutions such as Fraunhofer, SRI, Battelle, and Exponent have all successfully executed similar
business models.

The AIC partners with businesses to help translate scientific ideas into practical solutions using
multiple revenue models: fee-based services, contracts, equity and licensing. The AIC serves
businesses within and outside Nevada. As the AIC expands its business reach it will become a viable
economic alternative towards financial sustainability for public research institutions like DRI that rely
on federal funding. Some of the specific industries targeted by the AIC in year 1, specifically related to
core DRI expertise including energy, water and the environment, transportation, security,
communication, information, defense, mining, manufacturing and building, construction and
infrastructure.

The role of applied science is to translate fundamental knowledge into prototypes, designs, inventions
or solutions that can be commercialized by enterprises. The AIC's "product offering" is innovation
services involving data analytics, front-end and back-end computational support and content creation
in environmental science. DRI's research scientists support and enhance AIC’s product as subject
matter experts and content creators. DRI researchers in turn, are supported in their research by the
enhanced computational capabilities of the AIC and as a “portal” to commercialization potential.

Section I: Project Progress

The major goal in year 1 was to build out the AIC team and inventory internal and external business
opportunities. It was a challenge to merge the concept of the AIC and its private sector focus with the
identity of a sixty-year-old environmental research institute used to surviving on federal grants and
contracts.

During the first year, the AIC made significant progress toward building a world-class team and
identifying how it would build a sustainable applied research center within DRI. Major
accomplishments for the reporting period include:

1. Team build out.

Eight members of the AIC team were hired in year 1 (one has since left for family reasons). This
was an important achievement - especially given the role played by Mr. Brian Speicher in bridging
the conversation between the private sector and the DRI subject matter experts.

2. EMS Genomics, LLC.

EMS Genomics was borne out of DRI research and a partnership with Mr. Carl Staub the founder of
Lumenautix. Lumenautix is a company that develops light engines for specialized applications. In
many ways the Knowledge Fund and the commitment to applied research in NV made the
agreement between DRI and EMS Genomics possible. The company committed to doing at least
$275,000 of R&D at DRI in 2014. This work centered around building and testing a new light
engine for specialized compound discovery in plants. The work is ongoing and is being expanded.

3. Proposal writing in new AIC focal areas.
Two large DOE proposals in cybersecurity and cyberinfrastructure were submitted during the first
year and represented new areas of research at DRI. These were made possible by KF investments
and DRI’s recent hiring of Mr. Chris Ipsen, the CIO and CSO. The AIC contributed to numerous

proposals during year 1 and helped contribute to more than a $1m in new funding at DRI.

4. Incipient stage of DRI platform development

Three projects were intended to form a basis of platform development at DRI. The AIC began work

on an NDOT traffic monitoring and analytics portal. The AIC began a business and science dialog
with the company Ascel Bio. The AIC began discussions with DRI faculty member Dr. Dave Decker
on commercialization potential of the Acuity/Remas environmental monitoring portal.

5. Additional Accomplishments

a. Software development environment build-out: As was previously reported, the AIC acquired

a versatile development server platform that utilizes commodity hardware, is scalable and
flexible for future use while providing a basis for the immediate work needs of the AIC. The
software provider Hortonworks was selected to provide service and support in running
Apache Hadoop/HDFS development platform. Hortonworks is one of the most flexible and
widely used Hadoop providers in industry today.

b. Desert Research Corporation: Brian Speicher “dusted off” the Desert Research Corporation.
This is a Nevada C-corp that will act as a commercialization and business portal to for-profit
activities at DRI and the AIC.

C. Proposal writing in new areas: Aside from the DOE proposal mentioned above the AIC
submitted 5 smaller proposals to the NIH, DoD and Army in areas that were new to DRI prior
to KF investment.

The AIC received grants or were principal recipient of grant funds of $420,000 from an NSF grant, a
military grant, a climate/weather grant and an NSF EPSCOR grant. The AIC was included on two
affiliate grants that will bring the center ~750,000 in monies.

Sponsored research:
AIC and DRI did sponsored research with EMS Genomics.

Impact Faculty hired:
AIC searched and hired five key positions: a senior director (Dr. Kimothy Smith until May 1 then Dr.
Joe Grzymski), a business development leader (Brian Speicher), a postdoctoral fellow (Dr. Rajat
Mehrota) and two senior programmers (Dr. Adrienne Breland and Mr. Steve Sweet). The AIC also
temporarily hired Mr. Andy Joros and Mr. Andrew Vitale. We expect both to convert to full-time
faculty in Q1 2016.

Student Internships:
The AIC with KF support sponsored 2 summer internships. The two internships were in public health.

Section III: Budget

AIC General Salary supported between 7-8 FTE on average including the senior director, business
development leader, 4 programmers, 1 post-doc and 1 faculty member and 2 interns. At the end of Q2,
Dr. Smith switched to half-time at the AIC and Dr. Grzymski assumed the senior director position.

The AIC Knowledge fund budget was broken into 8 categories of funding. AIC General Salary covers the
IMPACT FACULTY hires and AIC staff positions (including the director). The oversight and leadership
positions (3) are in each division. This is a quarter time FTE position to facilitate oversight of the AIC
and provide leadership regarding building a portfolio of applied research products from each division.

Asset development is for specifically identified development of DRI assets or assets being developed in
collaboration or cooperation with the private sector. Faculty development is for investments in faculty
who have technology/software or other know-how that may show promise in our business
development pipeline. This small amount of money is distributed to faculty at the discretion of the
director and business development leader.

Software, technology and equipment category is for the computational, storage and visualization
assets necessary for the AIC business and technology development plan. Travel is for business
development travel, client meetings and subject matter expert appropriate conferences. For example,
in Q2 Mr. Speicher attended the SOLID conference in San Jose and met with more than 20 companies.
Dr. Grzymski attend the BIO conference in Philadelphia and met with many companies and country
business development groups as well as giving a talk about the AIC.
